For international guests and students at the University of South Africa (UNISA), personal safety requires heightened vigilance: avoid walking alone, especially at night or in unfamiliar areas; keep valuables hidden; and use secure transport. Key precautions include using a trusted transportation service, keeping car doors locked, and contacting campus security for assistance. 
Key Safety Precautions for UNISA Guests:
· Campus Security: Be aware of your surroundings in libraries, labs, and parking areas. Report any suspicious behavior immediately to Unisa Protection Services.
· Transportation: Do not walk alone after dark; rather, use reputable taxi services or arranged transport. If driving, keep windows closed and doors locked, especially in traffic.
· Valuables and Awareness: Avoid wearing flashy, expensive jewellery or carrying large amounts of cash. Keep personal items close and never leave bags unattended.
· Emergency Contact: Keep a list of emergency numbers, including the South African Police Service (SAPS) 10111 number and university security, saved on your phone.
· Accommodation: Ensure your accommodation is secure and keep doors locked. 
It is advised to travel in groups whenever possible and to inform someone of your whereabouts, especially when navigating to and from campus locations.
